5)  Flees and Ticks are very common in Florida as well, good preventive medication is 

always helpful. In choosing a tropical preventive medication, your pet should be able 

to stay without those nasty parasites.

Just some information: 

Short Sales and Bank Foreclosures  

Bank foreclosures and short sales are in our central data base (MLS) as well as “normal” 

sales. Some buyers want to concentrate on just bank foreclosures or short sales and might 

miss out on the even better and priced lower “normal” sale. I think the best way to find the 

“best deal” for the money, is to concentrate more on the criteria which are important in 

regards of the property and area itself. Your Realtor will be able to pull all properties which 

meet those criteria – regardless if they are normal sales, bank foreclosures or short sales.   

Bank Foreclosures are homes, which are owned by the bank/lender already. Most of them 

have appraisals done and are priced about 10% under appraised value. The list price is a 

price the Bank/Lender will accept – however a lot of banks will look at multiple offers and 

will take the highest and best, which sometimes ends up being above the original list price. 

What makes a bank foreclosure easier to process is that the bank/lender has cut their 

losses already, their homework for this property is done and they want those properties off 

their books as fast as possible. If there is no defect on the title (which would have to be 

cleared prior to closing) bank foreclosure are fairly easy and fast to deal with.    

 Short Sales are homes which still belong to the borrower and the bank/lender has agreed 

to probably take a loss and will take less money than is owed on the property. Those short 

sale losses are not “booked as  losses” by  the bank/lender yet. The list price in a short sale 

situation is not accepted by the bank/lender yet and neither the borrower nor the Realtor 

know how much loss the bank is willing to take. That makes a short sale very tricky and it 

takes several month (in a lot of cases) until the bank makes a decision. For all the time, 

between submitting an offer and acceptance/denial or counter the buyer hanging up in the 

air, not knowing whether the lender/bank will accept the offer or not. Even if the offer is at 

or close to list price, the bank still could come back with a higher counter offer or just a 

denial. However there are some short sales where we as Realtors have a pretty good idea 

what the bank/lender would accept. In most cases we have a rough idea about a price, if 

the bank had another offer prior and had responded to this one. Most of the time if we 

come in with an offer close to the prior bank/lender accepted price, it will speed up the 

short sale responds time.
